Dr. Allen is a Professor of Nutrition at the Colorado State University (CSU) where he conducts 
research in the area of omega-3 fatty acids and its effects on gene expression, tissue remodeling, 
production of eicosanoids, brain function, and premature delivery. In recognition of his 
outstanding research effort, Dr. Allen has received a number of awards including an outstanding 
paper presentation Award at the 88th American Oil Chemists' Society, a Scholarly Excellence 
Award from the College of Applied Human Sciences at CSU, and a Distinguished Faculty Award 
from the CSU Alumni Association. Dr. Allen has served on the Board of Editors for the 
Proceedings of the Society for Experimental Biology and Medicine, the USDA NRI Competitive 
Grants Program Review Committee, an American institute of Nutrition Award Committee, and a 
NCI Intervention Programs Review Committee. Dr. Allen is currently serving on the editorial board 
for the Journal of Nutritional Biochemistry. Dr. Allen’s research has been funded by USDA NRI 
Competitive Grant Program, USDA Initiative for Future Agriculture and Food Systems Program 
(IFAFS), NIH, and grants from industries. Notably, Dr. Allen’s current USDA IFAFS grant on 
“Premature birth and docosahexaenoic acid enriched functional foods (Phase I-Clinical Trial)” not 
only addresses the basic science components of n-3 fatty acid’s effects on premature birth, but 
also includes a nutrition education component in collaboration with Dr. Jennifer Anderson (CSU). 
Dr. Allen’s research serves as an outstanding example of how basic science knowledge can be 
linked to clinical nutrition and nutrition education research. 
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
